GOSPEL REFLECTION: Luke 18:9-14 
 

How can we know if our prayer is pleasing to God or not? 
The prayers and sacrifices we make to God mean nothing 
to him if they do not spring from a heart of love for God 
and for one's neighbor. Why did the Lord accept one per-
son's prayer and reject the other's prayer? Luke gives us a 
hint: despising one's neighbor closes the door to God's 
heart. True humility helps us to see ourselves as we really 
are in God's eyes and it inclines us to seek God's help and 
mercy. God dwells with the humble of heart who recognize 
their own sinfulness and who acknowledge God's mercy 
and saving grace.  God cannot hear us if we boast in our-
selves and despise others. Do we humbly seek God's mercy 
and do we show mercy to others, especially those we find 
difficult to love and to forgive?

Lord Jesus, may your love and truth transform my life - my 
inner thoughts, intentions, and attitudes, and my outward

What would you do if Jesus knocked on your door 
and said, "I must stay at your home today"? Would 
you be excited or embarrassed? Jesus often "dropped-
in" at unexpected times and he often visited the 
"uninvited" - the poor, the lame, and even public sin-
ners like Zacchaeus, the tax collector! Tax collectors 
were despised and treated as outcasts, no doubt be-
cause they over-charged people and accumulated 
great wealth at the expense of others. Zacchaeus 
needed God's merciful love and forgiveness. His 
change of heart resulted in a change of life, a change 
that the whole community could experience as genu-
ine. The Lord Jesus is always ready to make his home 
with each one of us. Are you ready to let Him in?

Simon and Jude were cousins of Jesus. 
They were called by Jesus to become Apos-
tles. Simon preached in Egypt, Spain and 
Libya. He later joined his brother Jude in 
Persia. They were respected by the king of 
Persia for they had showed power over two 
ferocious tigers who had terrorized the 
land. With the king, sixty thousand Per-
sians became Christians, and Churches rose 
over the ruins of the temples of the pagan gods. But the evil 
one was not happy of their good works, and stirred up pa-
gan in one place they went and wanted them to worship the 
sun. They refused and they saw the Lord with the Angels. 
One Angel told Simon that they will bring the temple of 
false gods down. Bothe brother prayed for mercy upon 
those people and offered their lives to God. They were both 
murdered by the pagans.
